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Method for the main analysis: The 2019 Kentucky Board of Nursing licensure data was accessed on November 18th, 2019. Duplicates and missing data were excluded when necessary for 
analysis. Frequencies and descriptives were calculated using IBM SPSS Statistics for Windows Version 26. 

62,984 Registered Nurses (RNs) and 6,027 Advanced Practice 
Registered Nurses (APRNs) are licensed in Kentucky.

3,120 new RNs were licensed in 2019; 514 additional 
APRNs were licensed in 2019.

61.4% of RNs practice in Urban counties (27.3% in Fayette and 
Jefferson)

88% of APRNs have obtained a master's degree in nursing (10% 
hold a doctorate degree, and 2% reported other).

The majority of APRNs work in Urban counties (60.5%). 

40% of all APRNs work in Fayette and Jefferson.
